Gdansk – interesting places

Do you know these places? What are their names?

1. There are not many reasons to visit the district of Przymorze apart from one of the longest residential buildings in Europe. Known as __________________, the communist-era residential block stretches for nearly a kilometre (860m officially), has three kilometres of drainpipes, and three separate bus stops to service its 7,000 residents. Constructed between 1970 and 1973, it was originally four separate ten-storey tower blocks. Probably in a moment of madness, city planners decided to link each building together. If you would like to see the building, go to ul. Obrońców Wybrzeża.
2. Over the years, and in the hands of several different people, _______________ gradually developed its modern look, with a Chinese garden, English touches, a botanical garden and palm house. Today's park is a popular place for people to come, relax and picnic. A fun attraction are the so-called Whispering Caves (Dionysus' Ears) to the southeast of the Pałac Opatów: two people can stand in each 'ear' and have a conversation in whispers.
3. Locally known as __________________, this cobbled street with amber galleries and cafes, runs from St. Mary's Church to the Motława River. It was badly damaged during WWII but carefully reconstructed. The stone terraces along the street are characteristic of Gdańsk Old Town. It is one of the most popular and picturesque places in the city.
4. The _____________ located in Gdańsk’s mediaeval gate building (which in the past served as the Prison Tower and Torture Chamber), has an impressive collection of jewellery and many other amber objects, from spoons to a Fender Stratocaster guitar. On the top floor, there is a threatening exhibition of old torture tools, like a “thumb screw” or “heretic’s fork”.
